Safeguarding our pupils is our number one priority. All our staff are trained in Safeguarding
procedures, our Headteacher and our Deputy Headteacher are our Designated Safeguarding
Officers and all school staff have undertaken training in safeguarding and child protection. We also
have a link governor for Child Protection and Safeguarding.

As a school we work closely with South Tyneside Council and Clennell Education Solutions
Safeguarding teams.

All staff are DBS checked before they can work in school.

We believe that all children have an equal right to a full and rounded education which will enable
them to achieve their full potential. We have a SEND Co-ordinator in school who works in
partnership with parents/carers, to ensure these needs are identified and plans developed to meet
them. We also have a link governor for SEND. 

Parents/carers will be fully informed and encouraged to be actively involved in a working
partnership with School. We will liaise effectively with all outside agencies necessary to further
address the needs of the child.
